The teacher will inform the students that the next recording uses different instrumentation (orchestra version) and will instruct them to listen to how the instrumentation can promote the lyrics.

The teacher will then play the second recording of English Folk Song Suite.

The students will record their comments and compare/contrast the two recordings.

5:00

The teacher will ask a few groups to share their responses.

The students will share their opinions of what they heard in both recordings.

1:00

The teacher will inform the students that this piece is played frequently using many different stylistic interpretations, as was observed in this listening lesson.

The students will listen attentively and ask the teacher questions for any clarifications.
